Quilt Show 2016 “Quilted Gardens” Challenge
1) You now have 16 assorted blocks (12 new ones to go with your original 4).

2) Your challenge is to put the flower quarters together to form a “square”
wall hanging between 30” and 40” square including shashing, borders as desired.

6) You may embellish the newly formed flowers.
4) Do not formally enter this flower quilt in the show. The finished quilts will be hung
as a group at the 2016 Our Quilted Gardens Show, October 5-8, 2016. They

are a special exhibit and will be turned in at the Quilt Block in late September.

Here are several 16 quarter flower block setting examples You may add sashing, borders and
embellishments (more appliqué, stitching, couching, beading or any other relatively flat
technique) as desired.
